WATER FLOW CONTROL VALVE, (2) EXTENSION TUBES, PIN
WITH RUBBER HOSE, RESERVOIR, PUMP WITH LIGHT,
PLASTIC TIE STRIP, EXTRA BULB, TRANSFORMER AND
SPLASHGUARD.

FOUNTAIN ASSEMBLY
1. JOIN THE EXTENSION TUBES AND PIN

TOGETHER. (USE ANY SINGLE LENGTH OF
EXTENSION TUBE OR CONNECT TUBE SECTIONS

TOGETHER TO OBTAIN DESIRED LENGTH.)
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2. FEED THE PUMP POWER CORD DOWN THROUGH
THE PLASTIC TUBE AND WORKING DOWNWARDS
TOWARD BOTTOM OF RESERVOIR, CORD COMES OUT
FROM CHANNEL ON BOTTOM OF RESERVOIR, THEN
PLACE RUBBER GASKET OVER PLASTIC TUBE AND
SECURE BY TIGHTENING A PLASTIC TIE STRIP
