Important - Read all instructions before starting sculpture
This sculpture is an original functional piece of artwork which has been hand fabricated from the highest grade raw materials, exotic paints, and finishes.  With the proper care and maintenance, this sculpture will bring you years of enjoyment.

Remove any packing material from basin.

Leveling Sculpture:

Place sculpture on level surface, level sculpture from side to side to determine if the surface is in fact level.  Place level across of the top of the basin from one side to the other side, shim accordingly to level.  To level from front to back place the level on one of the sides of the basins shim accordingly leveling the sculpture from front to back.

Adding water:

Fill the sculpture with water till the water level reaches the top of the grate. 

After filling the sculpture with water check water level for first week or so to determine the amount of water that has evaporated from the sculpture, refill as needed.

Never fill the sculpture with water while it is running, for the amount of water in the sculpture will be greater than the capacity of the basin once the sculpture is turned off and the water on the face of the sculpture returns to the basin it could spill over.

Adjusting flow of water:

The water control valves have been preset, and this sculpture has been tested to ensure proper water flow.  However, you may adjust the flow of water, as you desire to achieve the optimum effects by simply opening or closing each sections valve.

Adjusting sound of water:

The water sound control valve is located on the right hand side of the sculpture adjust this valve to restrict the amount of water that passes through it, this valve should be set at ¾ to ½ open.  After the water passes through the valve there is a nipple that the water passes through that can also be adjusted to optimize your sound.  You can have this nipple shoot the water straight up at the deflection shield to achieve a rainfall type sound or point straight down into the water basin for a babbling brook sound. 

Never let the sculpture run dry.  Add water when needed

Lighting:  
This sculpture is to be lit from a remote location.  The lighting minimum of three (3) 20-watt halogen floodlights should be placed no closer than 18” to the sculpture.  Note - the paint used in this sculpture is very exotic, and the more light that is cast on the sculpture will only enhance its qualities.

Maintenance:  
Clean the face of the sculpture (where the water flows over) with a damp sponge and soft bristle brush.  A toothbrush should be used to get out debris in the grooves of the sculpture.

Clean the sculpture itself with a damp sponge to remove dust then spray polish on to soft cloth and apply to sculpture.  Note - never spray polish on to the face of the sculpture. (Where the water flows over)  Polish sculpture to a luster with a clean soft cloth.

Never use abrasives or harsh chemicals when cleaning and maintaining this sculpture.

Trouble shooting:

Sculpture won’t flow properly on one side or another.  

Check to see if level, once level has been established, flood the section that isn’t flowing properly by opening the valve to increase the flow of water, once the section is covered with water slowly start to close the valve decreasing the flow of water to get desired effect.  Note if sculpture has been leveled properly and is on solid surface e.g. marble or tile floor then chances are it will remain level unless moved.  

Sculpture won’t flow properly when first starting up.
Water follows the path of least resistance so sometimes it takes a few moments to completely cover the faces of the sculpture.  If the water is having trouble flowing down from the top you may gently tap the side of the sculpture to create a ripple in the flow of the water, this technique works well and can be easily done. Once the water has covered the face it will continue to flow properly.
